6" Grade Science Focus Information

A science project will give you the opportunity to explore a field of science that you find
interesting and share the results of your investigation with other people. This is an
opportunity to find out about a field of science that interests you. The following is a
summary of what will be graded. A more detailed rubric follows in the packet.

Your tri-board display will be an overview of what you found out as a result of your
investigation. The tri-board will have a title, a summary of your most important
information and pictures, graphs, charts, or drawings to show what you did or what you
learned. Your report will have more detailed and complete explanation of what you did and
the results of any experiments you performed. It also contains a 5 paragraph research
essay with citations and references. Your verbal presentation to the teacher and your
classmates is also graded.

We will be working through this process together, however the majority of the work will be
your responsibility. You should choose a project that you are interested in and that you
will not lose interest in after 2 or 3 days.

Report

-You will need to use a report cover of some kind.
-You should have a title page with the title in the center. This should be the same title as
on your tri-board.
-You should have the following information in the lower right hand corner:

First and last name

Science Per. #

Science Focus 2010
You must type this report. You must double space and use a 12 point font. Use only
one side of the paper. Include a page number at the bottom of each page.

-PROOFREAD for spelling, punctuation, and grammar errors.

Display

-Tri-boards and headings will be provided at school.

-You must have the required elements.

-You may get creative with this. Anything done on white paper should have a colored
paper backing as a border. Everything on the triboard must be typed — use a larger font.
-Check for spelling and grammar errors! It is very important that nothing on the triboard
is misspelled!

Notebook, Spiral or Folder

-This is where all of your information will be kept.

-Write neatly and clearly so that you, as well as others, can read it.

-I will be checking your Notebook/Spiral at each deadline.

-All of your project material will be in here, so please be careful! You do not want
anything to happen to your hard work!!

Remember to have fun!!!!
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Written Report Requirements

Title Page
This should include your title, name, grade, homeroom, and date.

Table of Contents
This is a list of the different parts of the paper and a page number.

Statement of Purpose

This should include your Big Question. Write two or three sentences explaining the
reason why you chose to learn about the topic you picked. You may include what
you hope to learn.

Research

This is a 5 paragraph essay with citations explaining the background information
needed to understand the concepts explained in your experiment. The information
in this paragraph will need to be found in textbooks, online, using the library, etc.
You must use at least five different sources - not all internet sources.

Hypothesis
This is your “If.......then" statement.

Materials List
This should be a list of all the materials and supplies used(like the ingredients of a

recipe).

Procedure
Use numbers to list and describe and list the steps you took to complete the project.

Results
This is a summary of what happened when you did your experiment. It must
include a data table and charts or graphs.

Conclusion
Write a summary of everything you learned while doing this project. Was your
hypothesis correct? Why or why not?

Works Cited
Using the example, make an alphabetical list of all the resources you used in doing
your project. Please follow the format given to you as an example.
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
